Fitting Instructions:

1. Remove the original bush from the arm and clean
away any dirt and corrosion from the vacant hole, filing
away any sharp edges with rounded file.

2. Using a vice or press , insert the PFF3-203G bush into
the vacant hole. Press the bush into the void until the Figure 2 - Inserting the Sleeve
bush sits flush within the arm. Ensure the recess in the

bush is in the correct positioning, as shown in figure 1.

Two of the bushes should have the recess facing the
front of the car when fitted, and two of the bushes stainless Steel
facing in the opposite direction.

Tip - Apply washing up liquid to the vacant hole of b
the arm before inserting the bush, alongside PFF3-203G -
pressing the bush into the hole at an angle to ease Polyurethane Bush L
insertion.

3. Apply some of the supplied grease to the exterior
surface of the Stainless Steel Sleeve and push it into the
bore of the PFF3-203G Bush, until it sits flush within the

bore and recess. rear of car
4.To adjust the camber, use the Stainless Steel Spanner CENTRE OF CAR 0.3°Camber
to turn the sleeves for the desired adjustments. See '
Figure 3 for further information on adjustment.
4. Refit the arm and test drive the car, remembering to
also tension all hardware to manufacturers CENTRE OF CAR +0.3°Camber
