-wheel alignment to be checked and adjusted as required after any
suspension work.

-All fasteners must be tensioned to manufacturer’s torque settings.

Fitting Instructions:

1. Remove the front wishbone bracket from the
car, and remove the original rubber bush from
the bracket.

2. Clean any dirt and corrosion from the bracket,
and file off any sharp edges.

3. If working on a steel wishbone arm, press the
polyurethane washer onto the wishbone arm
first, as shown in Figure 1.2.

4. Press the polyurethane A bush onto the arm.

5. Insert the polyurethane B bush into the bore of
the bracket. Press until the top hat section of the
bush sits in contact with the surface of the
bracket.

6. Apply some of the supplied grease to the bore
of the B bush. Insert the assembled arm into the
bore of the B bush ensuring the surfaces of the
A and B bushes are flush.

7. Refit the bracket to the vehicle and tighten all
fasteners to the manufacturer's torque settings.
